Dr. Kerrick addressed the group stating that after the voting, he will become Past President of GMYS, having served as President for 3 years and Grants Coordinator for 5 years.  Dr. Kerrick’s son joined GMYS 10 years ago.  GMYS offered his son the opportunity to play several instruments, which he could not pursue at school.   The organization has also grown tremendously and is the best it has ever been.  5 years ago, GMYS had a total of 130 students in three orchestras;  now it totals more than 550 students and includes the Young Mozarts group.  Most of GMYS’ funding comes grants and from property tax revenue obtained from The Children’s Trust and from the Dade County Cultural Affairs Office.  GMYS also is the only orchestra funded by the National Endowment for the Arts.

GMYS has been a second home for some students.  Being part of an orchestra changes children’s lives.  All GMYS graduating seniors have gone on to college, many earning music scholarships.

Laurie Hill, Ford Franklin, Dinora Casanova and Jennifer Mendoza introduced themselves, providing a brief background about themselves and how long their children have been members of GMYS.

Odalis Pereira moved to vote on the Board Nominations.  The Motion was seconded.  The parents present voted in favor.

Laurie Hill addressed the parents as the newly elected President of GMYS.  GMYS needs help from its parents.  GMYS is counting on its parents for financial support, for their contacts, for their expertise.  GMYS is looking for funds outside our grant sources, as there is no guarantee that grants will be renewed.

Some of the planned activities for this year include a 4th of July concert during the fireworks in Miami Beach, sponsored by Classical South Florida, a Halloween collaboration concert with the Alhambra Orchestra, to be held at Gusman Center for the Performing Arts, and a fundraising event at the Hard Rock Café at Bayside Marketplace.

David Melero will continue chairing the GMYS Nominating Committee.

Monica Ruiz will chair the Communications Committee, which puts together the GMYS newsletter.

Odalis Pereira will chair the Public Relations/Marketing Committee.

Bernarda Colon will chair the Fundraising Committee

A list of committees needing chairpersons will be posted on the GMYS website.  Parents are encouraged to review it and consider volunteering.

The newly elected GMYS Executive Committee will meet with the GMYS Board of Trustees for the annual Board of Trustees Meeting after the season ends.

Ms. Hill asked parents about the $100 opt out charge relating to the Parent Participation Agreement.  Most parents present agreed that it is appropriate.

A parent inquired as to whether GMYS may consider offering music theory classes.  These classes are offered during the summer camp sessions.  GMYS will explore the possibility of offering these classes during the season.  Ms. Hill stated that one of Dr. Lesniak’s goals is to have one central location to serve as a Conservatory for all GMYS students.

Parents were encouraged to enroll their children in the GMYS summer camps, as the students improve dramatically after attending these camps.

There being no further business to discuss, Ms. Hill moved to close the meeting, someone seconded, and all approved.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:20 p.m.
